At the completion of the field experience, the CWU supervisor submits required documentation to the CWU Field Experience Director's office for verification. If the documentation supports successful completion of the field experience, the Director of Field Experiences forwards the documentation to the CWU Teacher Preparation Office for recommendation of endorsement.

Pathway II Assessment Middle Level Math/Science- Each candidate is interviewed in person or via phone by the Endorsement Review Committee and submits an application essay.  Candidates take the Praxis II exams and have their scores submitted directly to City University of Seattle.  Upon receipt of passing scores, a faculty member is assigned to conduct the observations using the PPA.  Candidates prepare lesson plans using the PPA lesson plan template provided by the university.  Candidates meet with the observing faculty member prior to each observation to review the lesson to be observed and after each observation to debrief the lesson.  A minimum of one lesson in each subject area is observed with the faculty providing verbal and written feedback to the candidate following each observation.  Additional observations (up to a maximum of four) may be conducted if needed.
